So, when the students meet with their counselor, they will indicate what OrequiredQheggseed to take
next year, i.e., English, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, Fine Arts, PAatsicRhysical Education,

Health, and World Language. All of these classes are required for graduation, or college entrance puf
The students will also indicate what OelectiveO classes they want to takellowieg school year. Every
student needs to complete 72.5 elective credits throughout their high school careers. When a stsdent

with a counselor, they are asked to indicate at least six possible elective afasas course offerings sheet.

The counselor will enter their top elective choices into the computer and the student wiiehbestt
possible chance of actually getting those elective classes the following year. clive elasses, however,
are never guaranteed.
